The author of the article makes an attempt to assess the place of “The 

Dictionary…” in the Russian cultural heritage and in the aesthetic perception of the 

first half of the nineteenth century. This publication is represented as both a historical 

and a literary artifact, being at the turn of academic thinking and artistic creative 

work. The historical biographies of public, military, clerical and cultural figures of 

Russia are unequal in terms of information value and volume as well as in terms of 

artistic value. Many of the published dictionary articles correspond to their genre 

definition to the full extent – these are factual, laconic notes, giving rather 

compressed information on one or another person who has made his mark, which 

might have not always been significant in the Russian history. However, numerous

texts are in the situation of a certain genre boundary – they combine the traits of a 

historical essay, essay and biography. In these texts the author avoided a mere factual 

statement, using established facts and a fascinating statement of events, a vivid

representation of characters (including unpublished memories and evidence of the 

contemporaries), popular legends, historical anecdotes and quotations from literary 

works.

The paper researches genre originality of the novel «American Desert» by 

Percival Everett, a contemporary American writer. It is shown that genre features of 

the so called «campus novel» are clearly traced in the beginning of the novel, which 

are identified by the main type of conflict, the setting, the main character’s type,  time 

and space construct. The writer refers to the genre of campus novel in playful 

derision of its genre cliché when the literary interest in this genre has already 

declined. Having marked out the genre features, the writer transforms it into the 

social-adventure thriller, equipping it with all the respective genre features. The 

conclusion is made on the basis of N. Kopystyanska’s genre conception and states 

that playful satiric reference to the genre of the campus novel is called upon the 

desire to mock out literary genre cliché, and its collision with the genre of comedy 

social-adventure thriller can be regarded as a productive way of  renovation which is 

typical of postmodern literature.

In this article a novel by Dmitry Narkisovich Mamin-Sibiryak «Privalov’s 

millions» is considered from several points of view. The history of the idea of the 

story is examined, special emphasis is put on the author's idea to create a generic epic

about the Ural industrialists from the reign of Catherine the Great to the era of 

Alexander the Third. This idea fit into the mainstream of the Russian literature, which 

was seeking then to the generalized understanding of the historical and cultural 

processes. However, the author has departed from the original idea and wrote only 

the final part of the work in which he revealed ethical aspects of life of the 

contemporary entrepreneurs. Having not created a family chronicle (a novel in a clear 

linear sequence which depicts the life of 2-4 generations of one family in the context 

of the respective historical era) the young writer from the Urals made his debut in the 

Russian literature from the original socio-psychological novel.
