Report
on the Results of the Pre- and Post-Assessment of English Language Proficiency
Level of the Students of the Faculty of Romance and Germanic Languages after
Completing Courses within the MultiEd Project in the 2022-2023 Academic Year

In order to assess the effectiveness of the implementation of new courses within the
MultiEd project, which are taught in a foreign language using subject-language
integrated teaching methods, students who studied these courses during the 2022-2023
academic year were invited to take a language proficiency test based on the Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR) on the Dialang platform
(https://dialangweb.lancaster.ac.uk/) from Lancaster University.

The pre-assessment was conducted from September 12 to September 24, 2022, and the
post-assessment was conducted from May 15 to May 27, 2023. This allowed us to
measure the students' language proficiency level at the beginning and the end of their
study of the new courses.

The participants in the testing were students in their 2nd and 3rd years of study at the
Faculty of Romance and Germanic Languages, studying under the educational-
professional programs of Bachelor's degree preparation in the specialties 014 Secondary
Education (subject specialty 014.02 Language and Literature) and 035 Philology
(specialization 035.041 Germanic Languages and Literature, including translation), with
the first language being English. A total of 37 students participated in the testing, out of
which 22 students were in their 2nd year of study (59%) in the educational programs of
specialties 014 Secondary Education (15 students) and 035 Philology (7 students), and
15 students were in their 3rd year of study (41%) in the educational program of
specialty 014 Secondary Education. These numerical indicators are presented in Table
1.

Based on the results of the pre-assessment, the students demonstrated English language
proficiency levels ranging from Al (1 person or 5% of the total respondents) to C1 (3
people or 8% of the total respondents). However, after the post-assessment, the range
expanded from Al (1 person or 5% of the total respondents) to C1 (8 people or 22% of
the total respondents), and even reached the C2 level (1 person or 5% of the total
respondents). The detailed distribution of the students' results for the pre- and post-
assessment based on language proficiency levels is presented in Table 2.

As a result of studying the courses within the project, the students demonstrated an
overall improvement in their English language proficiency. Specifically, the number of
students at the A2 level decreased by 7 people (or 19% of the total respondents), at the
B1 level decreased by 2 people (or 5% of the total respondents), while the number of
students at the B2 level increased by 3 people (or 8% of the total respondents), and at
the C1 level increased by 5 people (or 14% of the total respondents). Additionally, there
was one student who reached the C2 level (5% of the total respondents).

An analysis of individual language proficiency indicators revealed that 49% (18
individuals) of the respondents showed an increase of 1, 2, or even 3 proficiency levels;
46% (17 individuals) maintained the same level of proficiency before and after
completing the courses within the project, and 5% (2 individuals) demonstrated a
decrease of 1 proficiency level. Detailed indicators are presented in Table 3.

Based on the analysis of the data obtained from the pre- and post-assessment of
students' English language proficiency levels, it can be concluded that the application of
the subject-language integrated teaching methodology during the pilot implementation
of the courses within the MultiEd project has contributed to an improvement in the




students’ English language proficiency at the Faculty of Romance and Germanic
Languages.

Specifically, the results indicate that 49% of the students demonstrated an increase in
their language proficiency level, while 46% maintained their proficiency level without
any decrease. This suggests that the subject-language integrated teaching approach has
been effective in enhancing the students' language skills, enabling them to progress in
their English language abilities.

The positive outcomes observed in this study highlight the potential benefits of
incorporating the content and language integrated teaching methodology into language
courses, supporting the overall goal of improving language proficiency among students
at the Faculty of Romance and Germanic Languages. Further evaluation and analysis of
the data could provide valuable insights for future course development and
implementation within the MultiEd project or other similar language education
initiatives.
