Literary Analysis is the gateway course for reading, understanding and further interpreting of
literature. The course introduces genre conventions and some important strategies for analyzing
literary texts. It also introduces basic concepts, provides the students with the vocabulary for talking
about texts, builds confidence in one’s own speaking, writing and research about literature and
insists that the students gain some appreciation of the craft of writing. The course is designed to be
explicit about author-reader conventions, helping students to develop the “close reading”
competences essential to appreciate and analyse literature.

The course is practically aimed at increasing the general level of students’ philological
competence. The course, taught in English, is intended to facilitate integrated learning of both
content and language.
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Analysis, synthesis, interpretation, content, form, key motifs, implied meanings, character analysis,
symbolism, allegory, irony, rhetoric figures, syntax. Syntactic, rhythmic expressiveness, external
and internal composition, plot, fabula, narration, narrator, narrative types, point of view.
